1. APOLOGIES

4. MATTERS ARISING

4.1 Report on Community Forum
G Jones reported that he and K Osborne had attended the Community Forum at Ettington Village Hall on 4 March 2014. The Stratford-upon-Avon Core Strategy and responses to the consultation were discussed.. Public health was also discussed. Concerns were raised about a police caution which had been issued for an offence of cannabis cultivation in Shipston-on-Stour. K Osborne reported that he had spoken to Paul Cowley from County Highways about the issues of blocked drains and damaged signs which had not been addressed. I Seccombe agreed to follow this up.

4.2 WALC Seminar

G Jones reported that he had attended the WALC seminar entitled The Future of Localism. The issue of the need for a Neighbourhood Development Plan was discussed with two representatives from Charlecote. G Jones will make contact with Charlecote to discuss progress on a plan. A meeting will be arranged to discuss this matter further amongst council members.

4.4 Goldicote Road/Blue Lane Parking Area
P Morris reported that the amount of litter present at the site had improved considerable of late but that the situation would continue to be monitored.
